If one or more individual
fixtures are not working, check each connection to landscape wire. If none
come on, check connection to the 12V supply. It is recommended to wrap all
connections in electrical or self-fusing tape (available at superbrightleds.com).

6. Bury landscape wire, fixture pigtails, and connectors. A depth of 3” is
PLTT-WW1BK  PLOS-WW1BR PLMB-WW1BK PLOS-WW3CU recommended.
